This is intended to update you on the Advanced Joint Professional Military Education (AJPME) Course.  

I.  Status of DoDI 1215.20, Reserve Joint Officer Management

The DoDI has been published and is available for review at http://www.dtic.mil/whs/directives/corres/pdf/i121520_091202/i121520p.pdf.  This Instruction outlines the requirements for creating a Reserve Joint Officer Management system.  It outlines the process for a Reserve Component member to become "Fully Joint Qualified":


1.  Complete a joint assignment


2.  Complete JPME Phase I (which is offered at each service's Intermediate Service School)


3.  Complete Advanced Joint Professional Military Education (AJPME)

Delivery of the AJPME course will begin 29 Sep 03.

II.  Review of course layout

The AJPME course consists of a 32-34 week program of blended learning--that is, mostly distance education with two periods of face-to-face education.  During the course of the online learning, students will participate in paired activities (working with one other student) as well as group activities (working with three to four other students) and seminar exercises.  The online activities take place within a specified framework of approximately four hours per week; students must complete assigned lessons during the specified period.  However, there is no requirement to be on line at any specific time; students work at times most convenient for them as long as all required work is completed on time.

The face-to-face sessions occur at approximately the 9-week point and again after week 30.  The first session is 4 ½ days; the second is 15 ½ days.  The face-to-face sessions for the first four seminars will occur at the Joint Forces Staff College in Norfolk, VA; subsequent to that, the first face-to-face session MAY be conducted at other locations, but the second session will always be at JFSC due to the technology-heavy requirements of the curriculum. 

III.  Dates

One seminar is currently scheduled; further scheduling is contingent upon additional instructors.  The schedule below is intended to give you an idea of how the course flows:

Seminar 1:  First online block (DL1):  29 September - 5 December 2003


      Face-to-Face 1 (F2F1):  8 - 12 December 2003


      Second online portion (DL2):  15 December 2003 - 30 April 2004


      Face-to-Face 2 (F2F2):  6 May 2004 - 21 May 2004

V. Frequently asked questions

The three questions that are still outstanding are: How are the face-to-face portions paid for?  How do I get credit or points for attending?  And how are students selected?  These three issues are currently being worked aggressively at the Service level.  These are not issues that can be decided by JFSC.
