Reserve Component National Security Course (RCNSC) 

1.  The National Defense University will conduct RCNSC 1 - 12 March and 19 - 30 July of 2004.  

2.  RCNSC is a 2-week program that is offered at various installations for Senior Officers of the Reserve Components in the field of mobilization preparedness.  The curriculum consists of lectures, panel discussion, classroom seminar, and simulation exercises dealing with National Security Policy and Defense Resource Management.  The curriculum is delivered by faculty members from the National War College, The Industrial College of the Armed Forces, The Information Resources Management College, and distinguished speakers.
3.  Eligibility Criteria is 0-5 (Sel) and above, and member must not have attended RCNSC in the past 3 years.  Reserve/AGR officers assigned to the unit program may apply through their unit training and Education Office (DPMT); HQ AGRs may send completed AF Forms 101 to HQ USAF/REAMO, DSN 664-6001 (fax DSN 664-3995).  To request training, DPMT must submit a form 101 to AFRC/DPTP, DSN 497-1291 (Fax 497-0234).  The course ID to use is TBD.  Please provide members email address and a daytime phone number on the form 101
4.  Applications for the March course are due to the OPRs above NLT 1 Feb.  Applications for the July course are due NLT 1 Jun.
