2.  APPLICATIONS WILL BE ACCEPTED THROUGH 1 MARCH 2004 (WITH NO EXTENSIONS) FOR THE CY 2005 FELLOWSHIP.  ORIENTATION WOULD BEGIN IN JUNE-JULY 2004 IN THE OFFICE OF AIR FORCE RESERVE POLICY INTEGRATION DIRECTORATE (HQ USAF/REI) 

3.  ELIGIBLE OFFICERS MAY SEND APPLICATIONS THROUGH THEIR WING

COMMANDER OR AGENCY OF ASSIGNMENT DIRECTLY TO HQ USAF/REI, 1150 AIR FORCE PENTAGON, WASHINGTON DC 20330-1150.  APPLICATIONS MUST BE PREPARED AS OUTLINED IN PARA 4, AND ARRIVE IN HQ USAF/REI NLT 1 MAR 04 TO BE CONSIDERED FOR THIS ASSIGNMENT.  SELECTEE’S APPLICATION WILL BE SUBMITTED TO THE AIR FORCE OFFICE OF LEGISLATIVE LIAISON (SAF/LL) AND THE GOVERNMENT AFFAIRS INSTITUTE AT GEORGETOWN UNIVERSITY FOR FINAL CONSIDERATION. SELECTEE WILL BE REQUIRED TO ATTEND AN ACSC SEMINAR HELD ON CAPITOL HILL IN CONJUNCTION WITH THE FELLOWSHIP.  THOSE WHO HAVE COMPLETED ACSC BY CORRESPONDENCE WILL NOT BE REQUIRED TO TAKE THE TESTS; HOWEVER, WEEKLY SEMINAR ATTENDANCE IS MANDATORY. COMPLETION OF THE FELLOWSHIP PROGRAM WILL RESULT IN INTERMEDIATE SERVICE SCHOOL IN-RESIDENCE CREDIT.

F.  APPROPRIATE CIVILIAN BUSINESS ATTIRE WILL BE REQUIRED IN THE PERFORMANCE OF DUTIES.  FELLOW WILL WORK ON CAPITOL HILL IN A CONGRESSIONAL OFFICE. UNUSUAL HOURS MAY BE REQUIRED.


G. FELLOW WILL SERVE A THREE-YEAR FOLLOW-ON TOUR AFTER THE FELLOWSHIP.
