“TEN MINUTES…”


That’s what the headlines read in many of  the local papers following action on the Defense Appropriations Bill (H.R.4613).  





It only took ten minutes for Conferees to agree to everything in the Bill, including a $25 Billion war supplemental, $10 Billion for missile defnse, $95 Million in emergency spending to assist refugees in Sudan’s Darfar region who have suffered ethnic cleansing at the hands of Arab militias, and even $400+ Million to fight fires out West.





Again this year, the Defense Appropriations Bill is the very first to come out of Congress, showing the resolve and support for our troops in the GWOT, and completing important legislation before the long August recess.  And…Ten minutes has got to be a new record in resolving the debate inherent in  a major appropriations bill.

Result: Censured. Failed reelection (elected to the House in 1812).                 Vote: 20-7

Result: Censured. Did not run for reelection.              Vote: 38-7

Result: Each was censured and suspended, retroactively, for six days. This incident led to the adoption of Rule XIX governing the conduct of debate in the chamber. Tillman -- reelected; McLaurin -- did not run for reelection.     Vote: 54-12; 22 not voting 


Date: November 4, 1929  Member: � HYPERLINK "http://bioguide.congress.gov/scripts/biodisplay.pl?index=b000470" ��Hiram Bingham� (R-CT)    Charge: Employing as a Senate staff member Charles Eyanson, who was simultaneously employed by the Manufacturers Association of Connecticut. Eyanson was hired to assist Bingham on tariff legislation. The issue broadened into the question of the government employing dollar-a-year-men.  Result: "Condemned" for conduct tending "to bring the Senate into dishonor and disrepute." Defeated for reelection.  Vote: 54-22; 18 not voting

THE CONGRESSIONAL BUDGET ACT OF 1974 GUIDES THE UNITED STATES CONGRESS IN EXECUTION OF ITS  BUDGET REGULATORY DUTIES EACH CONGRESSIONAL SESSION.  MANY TIMES WHEN AN AMENDMENT IS OFFERED, IT WILL BE PRECEDED BY A MOTION TO WAIVE THE CONGRESSIONAL BUDGET ACT OF 1974, EITHER IN WHOLE OR IN PART.  THIS IS RARELY, IF EVER, SUCCESSFUL AND USUALLY CAUSES THE AMENDMENT TO FALL. SUMMARY AS OF:   6/18/2004--Introduced. 


Department of Defense Appropriations Act, 2005 - Appropriates funds for FY 2005 for the Department of Defense (DOD) for: (1) military personnel; (2) operation and maintenance (including for the Overseas Contingency Operations Transfer Account, the United States Court of Appeals for the Armed Forces, environmental restoration, overseas humanitarian, disaster, and civic aid, and former Soviet Union threat reduction); (3) procurement (including for shipbuilding and conversion, and purchases under the Defense Production Act of 1950); (4) research, development, test and evaluation; (5) revolving and management funds; (6) the Defense Health Program; (7) chemical agents and munitions destruction; (8) drug interdiction and counter-drug activities; (9) the Office of the Inspector General; (10) the Central Intelligence Agency Retirement and Disability System Fund; (11) the Intelligence Community Management Account; and (12) the National Security Education Trust Fund.


Specifies authorized, restricted, and prohibited uses of appropriated funds.


Rescinds specified funds from various accounts under prior defense appropriations Acts.


Reduces by specified amounts the total amount appropriated in this Act to: (1) reflect savings attributable to efficiencies and management improvements in the funding of miscellaneous or other contracts in military departments; (2) reduce cost growth in information technology development and modernization; (3) reflect cash balance and rate stabilization adjustments in DOD Working Capital Funds and the DOD Transportation Working Capital Fund; (4) reflect savings from revised economic assumptions; (5) reflect savings attributable to the offsetting of payments to contractors for the collection of unpaid taxes owed to the United States; and (6) reduce amounts budgeted in anticipation of the application of non-statutory funding set-asides.


Appropriates additional funds, to be designated for overseas contingency operations, for DOD for: (1) military personnel; (2) operation and maintenance; (3) the Iraq Freedom Fund; (4) procurement (including National Guard and reserve equipment); (5) revolving and management funds; and (6) the Defense Health Program. Appropriates additional funds, with the same designation, for the Department of State for diplomatic and consular programs, embassy security, international disaster and famine assistance, and migration and refugee assistance.


Authorizes the use of DOD funds for specified activities in Iraq and Afghanistan, including supporting U.S. military and security forces, combating terrorism, and providing humanitarian and reconstruction assistance.


Reaffirms U.S. policy against the torture of prisoners of war and detainees.

JARGON DRILL


Censure--Less severe than expulsion, a censure (sometimes referred 


to as condemnation or denouncement) does not remove a senator from office. It is a formal statement of disapproval, however, that can have a powerful psychological effect on a member and his/her relationships in the Senate. In 1834, the Senate censured President Andrew Jackson 


– the first and only time the Senate censured a president. Since 1789 


the Senate has censured nine of its members.


 


Expulsion--Article I, Section 5, of the United States Constitution provides that "Each House [of Congress] may determine the Rules of 


its proceedings, punish its members for disorderly behavior, and, with the concurrence of two-thirds, expel a member." Since 1789, the 


Senate has expelled only fifteen of its entire membership. For more information  go to:�
