LEGISLATIVE PROVISIONS

Section 101. Cost-plus-a-fixed-fee contract

· Restricts payments under a cost-plus-a-fixed-fee contract for work, except in cases of contracts for environmental restoration at base closure sites

Section 102.  Passenger Motor Vehicles
· Permits use of funds for hire of passenger motor vehicles

Section 103.  Defense Access Roads
· Permits use of funds for defense access roads

Section 105.  Land

· Limits the use of funds for purchase of land or land easements

Section 107. Transfer of funds

· Limits the use of minor construction funds to transfer or relocate activities among installations

Section 108.  Steel
· Prohibits the procurement of steel unless American producers, fabricators, and manufacturers have been allowed to compete

Section 113.  Exercises

· Requires notification of military exercises involving construction in excess of $100,000

Section 114. Limitation on obligations

· Limits obligations during the last 2 months of the fiscal year

Section 115. Multi year availability

· Permits funds appropriated in prior years to be available for construction authorized during the current session of Congress

Section 116. Lapsed funds
· Permits the use of expired or lapsed funds to pay the cost of supervision for any project being completed with lapsed funds

Section 117. Obligation of funds
· Permits obligation of funds from more than 1 fiscal year to execute a construction project, provided that the total obligation for such project is consistent with the total amount appropriated for the project

Items of Interest

California-March, Upgrade Utilities. Of the amount provided for minor construction in this account, the Committee directs that no less than $1,444,000 be made available for the construction of these upgrades.

Louisiana-Barksdale, Squadron Operations Center.  Of the funds provided for planning and design in this account, the committee directs that $426,000 be made available for the design of this facility.

Pennsylvania-Pittsburgh, Headquarters Building.  Of the funds provided for planning and design in this account, the Committee directs that $684,000 be made available for the design of this facility.

Reprogramming Criteria. The reprogramming criteria that apply to military construction projects (25 percent of the funded amount or $2,000,000, whichever is less) also apply to new housing construction projects and improvement projects over $2,000,000 as well.                                               

Base Realignment and Closure Account. The Committee is recommending $370,427,000 for the Base Realignment and Closure Account for fiscal year 2004.   
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
